Your Room
There is a telephone in each bedroom. A full, private telephone service is available to all students and a voice mail service is also available for a small fee. High-speed broadband internet connections are available in the rooms for a small monthly fee. All rooms have washbasins and fridges. Linen is provided and laundered weekly, and rooms are cleaned on a daily basis.

Catering
ISH has a large and modern restaurant, located in the Great Portland Street building. The Cafe is open for breakfast, lunch and dinner every day and offers a variety of meals including vegetarian options and Hot Wok stir-fried dishes made to order. Special dietary needs can be catered for. All residents receive discounts on the range of meals served daily. Included in your fees are 8 themed resident suppers a year. New residents will receive a loyalty card for use in the restaurant. A communal kitchen is available for use by our residents in the York Terrace East building.
Facilities
All of our facilities are available for you to use. These include, the Restaurant, Bar, Travel Centre, Fitness Centre, Treatment Room, Cybercafé and One-Stop-Shop. More details on all of these can be seen in the Facilities section of this site.
More for our students
The Events Office runs continual programmes of activities for you throughout the year with classes, clubs and societies, lectures and debates, parties and events, culture nights and travel club trips.
For those students who are unable to return home during the Christmas and New Year holidays, ISH offers a Christmas Programme to help you enjoy a typical British Christmas. There is a schedule of seasonal events and activities throughout the festive season, including on Christmas day. Spend Christmas at our House!

ISH runs an independent and confidential welfare and advice service to help you overcome any personal or practical difficulties you may experience whilst you are in London. Our full time international student adviser is available through the week and by appointment on Tuesday and Thursday evenings.

Plus
All residents are covered by a group ISIS Insurance Policy (as recommended by UKCOSA - the UK council for International Education). Further facilities include a coin-operated laundry, an on-site cash machine and Wi-Fi access in certain public areas of the building.
Application


Eligibility
Admission to live as a long-term, student resident at International Student House (ISH) is open to any individual who is affiliated with an educational or professional institute as a full-time student, trainee, intern (conditions apply), visiting scholar or researcher doing a minimum of 20 hours study per week.  Applications are judged on an individual basis with preference given to those who demonstrate a willingness to participate and become involved in the life of the house.
Length of Stay
Preference is given to applications for a full academic year. Arrangements for stays of less than one term are possible and may be subject to special rates.  Rooms are allocated for the academic year September to mid June, and you will be charged upon arrival per term according to ISH term 
dates. Residents may apply for an extension of residency for up to three years (in total), subject to approval by the Dean of Students. The resident's level of participation and contribution to life in the House will be taken into account.
Deposits and Notice (please note these are the rates for 2007/8.  Fees may increase in 2008/9)
On acceptance, applicants are required to pay a £450 refundable security deposit and a £35 booking 
fee. Late payment of rent will result in 28 days notice of termination of residency, by ISH. Special arrangements 

should be made in advance for scholarship and government sponsored students.  All residents must give at least 3 months notice in writing before final departure from the House.

· Verification of your full-time status as a student, trainee, intern, or research scholar. This may be a photocopy of any formal letter from your institution, or a letter from the organisation or company, which indicates your status as an intern or trainee. 

· Verification of financial support. 

· Fully completed and signed application form. Incomplete applications cannot be processed. 

· A recent passport size photograph. 

· Two 1st class UK stamps or international reply coupons, and a self addressed envelope (A5)
