Notes for Applicants

Aims of the Fellowship
This fellowship offers an early career researcher in the field of Modern or Contemporary art the opportunity to pursue a research project, while gaining teaching experience in a research environment and working in close collaboration with senior scholars to deliver interdisciplinary M.A. courses.  These experiences will enhance the appointee’s curriculum vitae and advance their prospects of obtaining other research awards and posts within the academic community.  Applicants are expected to be at an early stage of their career, not currently holding or having held a permanent university post and having received a doctorate within three years of taking up the award (and no later than December 2010).
Responsibilities of the Fellow

The Fellow is expected to pursue a research project, to teach one course and to act as an affiliate to the Research Forum/Mellon Foundation M.A. course being offered by Professor Mignon Nixon and Visiting Professor Juliet Mitchell in 2011-2012 (“Post-War” and After: The Psychoanalysis of War and American Art).  This Fellow will be appointed as an affiliate of the Mellon M.A. courses, with the responsibility of assembling bibliographies and publishing the bibliographies and reports on the courses on Research Forum website.  The Fellow is expected to teach one B.A. course in the Modern and Contemporary curriculum (decided according to the teaching needs of the Institute and the subject area of the appointee), which represents a training opportunity for the Fellow as well as supporting the seconding of the Courtauld teachers to the Forum M.A.  These duties will normally take up no more than two days a week.  The Fellow is expected to present a report on the results of their research project to the Head of Research and the Research Forum International Advisory Board and to post a statement regarding their research on the Research Forum website.
The Selection Process

The applications received by the closing date of 7 October 2010 will be reviewed by the Head of Research and the Research Committee at their meeting on 25 October.  Approved applications will be forwarded to the Research Forum International Advisory Board for selection at the Advisory Board meeting on 6 December 2010.
