All volunteers are recruited through a fair and transparent procedure, based on suitability for the volunteering post.

●
If it is difficult for you to provide referees, then please state the reason on the application form (for example you may be an asylum seeker or may not have had previous employment).  If we wish to proceed with your application we will then contact you to try and resolve this issue.
· There is a lot of confusion over whether volunteering affects an individual’s benefits.  All benefit rulings agree that voluntary work is work for a not-for-profit organisation, or work for someone who is not a member of your family, where only reasonable expenses are paid.  For guidance on a volunteer who is on benefits contact the HR Manager.

· Volunteers from overseas – there are no restrictions on people from EU countries coming to the UK to volunteer.  People from outside the EU who have a visa to work or study in the UK may volunteer as long as they are still undertaking the activity that is stated on their visa.  For further guidance contact the HR Manager.

· Some volunteering roles may require further checks with the Criminal Records Bureau.
