The elegantly restored Blavatnik Fine Rooms are a suite of six
galleries that span the second floor, displaying highlights from The
Courtauld’s collection from the Renaissance to the 18th century.
Highlights include Botticelli’s The Trinity with Saints, a dedicated
Rubens room, and decorative arts such as ceramics and Islamic
metalwork.

The historic, richly decorated interiors were designed by William
Chambers for institutions including the Royal Academy, when
formerly based at Somerset House and the rooms on this floor have
been sumptuously decorated with stunning ceilings, beautiful
fireplaces and ornate door handles.

Our Second Floor can host a standing reception for up to 250
guests. Our Rubens and Baroque Room, the Gallery’s premier dining
space, can accomodate an intimate seated dinner for up to 60.
